Part A
Create a Spreadsheet  to describe one of the topics described below

Possible Subjects

1. Find data to compare 10 of your favorite sports team or athletes and then graph the yearly performance over the last five years.  Use 1 stat for your columns eg. wins, losses, ties, playoff participation, or tournament wins.   

OR
2. Create a Spreadsheet and charts and graphs to compare population changes of AT LEAST 10 cities during AT LEAST 5 different years (years must all be the same for each city). 

OR

3. Research and graph the value of the Canadian dollar relative to AT LEAST 9 other currencies in the past AT LEAST 5 years.   Include the Euro, the American dollar and the Yen in your list of 9 or more other currencies.

Part B
1. From your spreadsheet create at least 3 appropriate charts. Create a New Sheet for each of the 3 charts (see above).
 2.  Have good labeling of both axes, title, and a key to explain the data.

3. Use 3 different styles of charts ie. pie, bar, line.
